As to Trials, you will see we are doing seven Stakes this season plus the possibility of a Test in Spring 12 hopefully they will all be well supported with entries sent in good time as this really helps us with the catalogue preparation especially when some Stakes dates are close to each other.  
I must bring 2 things to the attention of those members entering our Trials:- 

· It is expected that all members will have 3rd Party Liability Insurance. Members of the major Shooting Organizations i.e. BASC or Countryside Alliance will have the relevant cover as part of their membership. 
· Also a change in the Terms and Conditions of Entry item 7. FROM Withdrawals within 7 days of the stake will forfeit full entry fee, for whatever reason, except for accidental physical injury to the dog entered, at the discretion of the committee and supported by a veterinary certificate or having gained a qualification excluding it from the stake.

TO READ -   After an applicant has been successful in the draw for a place in the stake, or as a reserve has accepted an offer of a run, the applicant, if the entry has not been taken up, may be liable for the full entry fee, except where a competitor has qualified out of Novice stake or qualified for a championship after the entries have closed, or on production of a veterinary certificate.  
Hopefully every one still have their The Rules and Regulations & Health and Safety booklets. 

There were NO alterations to the Rules and Regulations at the April 2008, 2009, 2010 or 2011 AGMs.

At the AGM in 2007 there was an alteration to the Rules & Regulations passed by members to the wording of Rule11 altering month March to April in the second sentence. - The Annual general meeting should be held in April each year on a date to be fixed by the Chairman. This was subsequently Kennel Club approved. As this was just a one word alteration I asked you to alter your R & R copy and continue to keep them and the H & S leaflet safe, we don’t want to waste club funds by keep printing the rules & regs booklets. The next printing of the Rules and Regulations will be updated but we will continue to keep you informed of any future mandatory alterations issued by the KC or changes passed by members at our AGM which if necessary will come in the form of an amendment sheet which will be included with subsequent members letters.
Judges Education Programme.
Your Committee wishes to take this opportunity to keep you informed of the measures implemented by the Kennel Club in the judging selection procedure of field trial Judges. 
With effect from the 1st January 2010 any non panel Judges seeking promotion to the ‘B’ panel or from the ‘B’ panel to the ‘A’ panel will have to attend a Judges Education Programme Seminar and pass the examination set at that seminar. This is mandatory and in addition to, not instead of, any current qualifications required. 
This programme is NOT designed or intended to tell you how to Judge, it is to ensure that all Judges have a good knowledge and understanding of the Kennel Club’s Rules and Field Trial Regulations known generally as the J Regs. 

Information regarding seminars or presenters in your area can be obtained from the Kennel Club Field Trial Department or you can contact me your Secretary (address and Telephone Numbers above) as I am one of the Kennel Club Presenters for Spaniels for this programme. I will do my best to assist you and explain the programme.

PLEASE HELP OUR TREASURER, she needs you to check that you are fully paid up for the correct amount.
It was agreed by all attending the April 2011 AGM that subscriptions remain at £10 p.a. with a joining fee for New Members of £5.  
Hopefully this will keep the club in a sound position for the next few years. 
(The Club Treasurer encourages members to think about using standing orders to pay their subscriptions).
Will all members’ not using Standing Orders remember subs are due on the 1ST of January and  PLEASE pay early in January as it saves us so much work chasing up late subs after 31st March, we hate deleting members off our list. (This year reminders are being sent to 42 who have not paid their subs).
